All the changes we made, the way our 

homes had to become óbaby proofô,ô we couldnôt just up and go do things from work to 

shopping, to getting together with family and friends. 

 My hope is, that while these may not be the changes you make for the new life in 

your house in this new year, you do consider the changes you will make with the Ever New Life you welcomed afresh into 

your hearts and home at Christmas.  How will the Lord Jesus lead you to make changes 

and recommitments in your living. Emmanuel is born among us, God is with us, a little 

child is to lead us, the Word of God is the lamp unto our feet.

The Columbarium Committee proposed and the Church has accepted another way for persons to remember faithful 

members of Kenmore United Methodist Church.  The Columbarium Committee has presented a Memorial Plaque 

which has been hung in the Columbarium which will carry names plates of persons to be honored for their contribution 

to the ongoing life of the church.

40% of the 

cost of the name plate will be considered a charitable contribution to the church.  The eligibility for purchasing name-

plates for the plaque is the same as the requirements for the purchasing of Columbarium Niches. (The Policy Statement 

will accompany the application forms.) 

This is an opportunity for persons or groups to honor loved ones or persons that have been instrumental to them in their 

faith journey.  Adult Classes may wish to honor founders of their class or persons that made major contributions to 

their class or the life of the church.
